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Waiting, waiting, waiting. How much of your life is spent
waiting with anxiety for test results ... or to hear a
teenager’s key in the door at night...or in a slow line at the
supermarket. The frustration about most waiting seems to
be simply the not knowing.

Today, the apostles see sights and sounds which they
can’'t understand: Jesus, Moses, and Elijah are being bril-
liantly transformed in glory on the mountain top—and the
real waiting is just beginning! Jesus will die and be taken
from them. They cannot live in the constant glory of the
mountain-top—and neither can we.

We know that our life purpose is to have a deep,
life-changing relationship of love with God. But if we have
not had a “mountain-top experience” with Jesus, we may
feel that the waiting is getting old and cold. Where does
this leave us? First, we make a very human mistake in
thinking that we have NOT seen Jesus in his glory. It's
just that the

mountain-top we were on with Jesus might have been a
hospital delivery room, where we gave birth or watched
our baby being born. Or perhaps in a bedroom where we
witnessed the blessed death of a “good and faithful
servant” whom we will love forever.

We do not have to see God Almighty with human eyes to
know God'’s glory is with us. Sometimes God’s glory
comes to us as God’s Mystery. When we touch the Mys-
tery of life, death, birth, suffering, healing...God’s glory is
there. It's also there when we eat pizza, drink wine, and
laugh with our friends until we cry... ride our horse, romp
with the dogs, and cuddle with a cat—when we feel grate-
ful for all this beauty... we are in glory, are we not?

And it all sharpens our longing for the only One who can
ever satisfy our waiting hearts.

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Dear sisters and brothers in Christ,

Lent is the yearly celebration by the Church of its corporate
conversion in Jesus Christ. Lent also prepares the faithful
for Easter as they recall their baptism and do penance in
preparation for the greatest feast of the year. | would like
to highlight a few important points according to the pastoral
liturgy notes.

PENITENTIAL DISCIPLINE

Lent: The penitential character of Lent is to be maintained.
On these days penance is to be considered an important
requirement of the Christian Life. Fulfilment of this duty
involves prayer, works of piety and charity and self-denial
by

fulfilling one’s obligations more faithfully and especially
observing the prescribed fast and abstinence. The paschal
fast for Good Friday and Holy Saturday is described in the
notes for Passion Sunday. In the Roman rite, including
Canada, Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of
fasting and of abstinence from meat. Abstinence from
meat binds those who are 14 and older. Fasting (one full
meal and two small snacks on that day) - fasting binds
those from 18 to 59 years of age. Parents and educators
are

reminded of their duty to introduce children gradually to

the understanding and practice of penance. Adult example
will be the greatest influence in the matter.

LENTEN MASSES

Flowers are not used in decoration. Glory to God and
Alleluia are omitted. During Lent, God’s people do not sing
Alleluia until the believing community has undergone
conversion and is ready to sing this chant with renewed
meaning during the Easter Vigil.

PENANCE CELEBRATION

This celebration signifies a new return of the faithful toward
God and toward one another in the love and pardon of the
Lord Jesus. Please check in the bulletin to celebrate this
sacrament.

FRIDAYS

Fridays are days of abstinence from meat, not only during
lent. Catholics may substitute special acts of charity or pi-
ety on this day.

Finally, the highest point in the Church year of prayer is the
Easter Triduum celebrating the dying and rising of the Lord
Jesus. We prepare for this three-day period of the season
of Lent and prolong it for the great 50 days of the Easter
season.
