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About 50 years ago, Eunice Kennedy Shriver started a
backyard summer sports camp so that her sister, who was
intellectually challenged, could have fun with other kids.
None of the other sports camps were open to children like
Rosemary. It was never Eunice’s intention to do anything
big—she just loved her sister and wanted to make life
sweeter for her. But that backyard play-time evolved into
what we now call “Special Olympics.”

Eunice gave the “highest gift” that St. Paul describes
today—simple, selfless love. But we learn in the gospel
that Jesus’ hometown was not interested in loving Jesus
this way. Though they knew him from childhood, they did
not love him unconditionally—they asked for signs and
miracles, and when Jesus revealed their true hearts, they
tried to throw him off a clifff What a homecoming!

Today, Jesus is asking for the kind of open-hearted love
from us that he hoped for from the people of his time and
place. Love isn't repeating “Lord, Lord” while feeling warm

and fuzzy. Our Catechism reminds us that we can even sin
by being ungrateful, indifferent, or lukewarm toward God'’s
love. (Sec. 2094)

We are “to love all creatures for God and because of God.”
So we might use St. Paul’s list to ask: Are we kind when
talking to someone who'’s driving us crazy—especially
family members? Are we patient and caring when
interacting with animals? Do we show gratitude and
wonder when caring for lawns, plants, and trees?

Don'’t be discouraged if your love isn't returned—remember
the Special Olympics motto: “Let me win, but if | cannot
win, let me be brave in the attempt.” Let our small, brave
attempts make a start toward transforming the world.

AN INTRODUCTION INTO THE ABORTION QUESTION

The Ultimate Goal of Pro-Lifers is Legislation that will give equal protection under the law to all living
humans from the time their biologic life begins at fertilization until natural death.

Pro-Life and Pro-Abortion forces are polarized because this either is or is not a living human from
conception. This living human either continues to live or is killed. This being can’t be just a little bit
human, or not human at one point and then human at another. He or she either is or is not.

Definitions —
Human: Medical, biologic and natural science has proven that it is a living human from
conception; one of the biological beings who belongs to the species Homo Sapiens, unique
from all other beings in that they have 46 human chromosomes in every cell. Such beings to do not
belong to the rabbit family or the carrot family, etc.

Person: has different meanings—in theology, it usually means when the soul is created; in law (in
the U.S.) at birth (other countries have ruled it begins at different ages); in medicine & natural science,
when the being is alive & complete.

Does the unborn human being have a right to live? Upon this judgement may hinge much of the basic
freedom of many human lives in the years to come. We can make this judgement based on our
religious beliefs, but it is also a human rights and a civil rights issue. Our nation makes laws to protect
civil and human rights.

When one accepts that this is a human being developing inside a mother’'s womb, it becomes a human
rights issue. Since abortion obviously kills a human being, it is therefore wrong and must be stopped.
It is impossible for the pro-abortion side to win this argument.

So they avoided any mention of a baby and avoided arguing about abortion itself. Then they changed
the question from “Is abortion right or wrong?” to “Who decides, the woman or the government? And
since government should stay out of such a private matter, the real question here is about a woman’s
right to choose.” They had succeeded in changing the terms of the debate. Now, even though they
know that's a baby, they think abortion should be allowed because it’s a right.

Research shows that 25% of people hold strong pro-life views, 25% are weakly or strongly pro-
abortion. The remaining 50% feel that they have not formed a firm conviction on the abortion issue.
Almost 4/5 of these admit it is a baby, that abortion kills and is wrong. However, 2/3 of that same group
believe that a woman has a right to choose to have one.

It was further found that many of that 50% group had a negative opinion of
pro-life people, believing them to be right-wing religious zealots, and not
compassionate to women. It was also found that pro-lifers, far beyond others in
our culture, and certainly beyond abortion proponents, are compassionate to
women. The need now is to get that message out. “Why not love them both?”

As confirmed with the Canadian Catholic Organization for Development and Peace, dioceses

and parishes are asked to note the following basic stipulations regarding contributions for

Haiti, if they are to be eligible for matching grants from the Government of Canada for up to a

total maximum of $50 million from all sources:

- Contributions received by a parish or diocese must be intended for relief efforts and
humanitarian assistance in Haiti

- Contributions must be made between January 12 and February 12

- Donors make cheques payable to your parish and the parishes will forward the money to the
Diocese.

- Parishes are to issue tax receipts as usual

- The Diocese will send all donations to Development and Peace in Montreal

- Parishes must have their cheques mailed and date stamped by Canada Post no later than
February 12.

The ministry of Jesus to the sick is central to the life of the Church. Each year the Church observes this special day of
prayer on the memorial of Our Lady of Lourdes. It is a reminder to us all that service to the sick and suffering can not
be neglected and recognizes the great effort of doctors, nurses, health care institutions and pastoral caregivers to re-
store health to those afflicted with illness and disease.

We will celebrate the Anointing of the Sick at all masses on February 6/7. The Sacrament is a sign of the

presence of Christ and the Church to those who are critically ill, have suffered a serious accident or are debilitated by
old age. The sacrament brings the total care of the Church to the sick person. It incorporated his or her into the prayers
of the community for their physical and spiritual well-being. It also invites and encourages the community to serve the
sick by lovingly caring for them. In turn, the sick witness to the community by their faith, patience, acceptance of God’s
will and rearrangement of life’s priorities. The Sacrament is not exclusively for those who are at the point of death but
more for those who are seriously ill. Those who are encouraged to receive the Sacrament are those who are at the point
of death because of sickness, accident or old age; those who are seriously ill but death is

not imminent; those undergoing major surgery; elderly who are debilitated by old age;

people with serious heart conditions; people with severe psychological problems; and

those with alcoholic and other drug addictions.
