Don’'t some of those religious email “chain letters” drive
you crazy? You know—"Say the prayer below. If you are
not ashamed to show your love for Jesus, send this to 20
friends and a miracle will happen.” Then the axe falls: “If
you send this to 20 friends, God will bless you greatly. To
10, God will bless you somewhat. To 5, God isn't sure you
are a friend. And if you delete this message, Jesus will
know you are ashamed of him and he’ll delete you from
God’s list of special friends in heaven.”

God does NOT need to use guilt to get people to pray!
When the worship of false gods was a temptation for the
Jewish people, God came to Moses in the burning bush to
make it clear that the Jews knew it was THAT God, the
One True God, who was going to free them from slavery.

When God says, “I| AM THE ONE WHO IS,” it means that
God is the God of every cell, and every sub-atomic parti-
cle. God grounds everything that has being or “is-ness.”

God is our Matrix, our “Womb” and our Source. Because
God IS, we are. God saved the Chosen People, but they
fell to whining and grousing, and began to “desire evil
things,” so many died in the desert. As sufferings in-
creased, they wasted their freedom in cursing God. In-
stead of repenting, they forgot that they needed God.

Jesus says we must all repent from living wasted,
ungrateful lives. We don’t need guilt-inducing emails—we
need a change of consciousness to realize that everything
is sacred: all places, all of creation, all of the times in our
lives are sacred. Not pain-free, perhaps, but sacred.

Surely it is a basic act of repentance if, this Lent, we learn
to see everything as sacred, maybe for the first time. We
are on holy ground, because “where God is, is holy.”

Go rejoicing to love and serve our God!

March 20, 1951 — St. Joseph Church in Ceylon was de-

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SHARE LENT 2010 THE ARCHBISHOP OF REGINA

Warm greetings of peace to you, my dear Sisters and Brothers,

Today’s Entrance Antiphon begins with this beautiful phrase from Ezekiel; “I will prove my holiness through you.” The
Haitian people experienced God’s holiness from the generous response of people around the world in January at the
time of their earthquake disaster. How better to know of God’s holy love than through the global communities;’
outpouring of resources.

Through Development and Peace’s fall campaign, the Canadian church became more aware of the one billion people
lacking sufficient food each day. God’s holiness reaches through Jesus’ words to the first disciples when He told them,
“Give them something to eat”. (Mark 6.37) We see this challenge echoed in the encyclical Caritas in Veritate, when
Pope Benedict reminds us that feeding our sisters and brothers in need is “...an ethical imperative for the universal
Church, as she responds to the teachings of her Founder, the Lord Jesus, concerning solidarity and the sharing of
goods” (no. 27).

As contemporary disciples of Christ and members of the Church, let us accept this Gospel challenge. Share Lent
provides an opportunity to respond to this challenge. Our gifts will grow in goodness as they are used by Development
and Peace partners to improve the quality of life for people in Africa, Asia, and Latin America. For them, the food cri-
ses is far from over. If, however, we share our resources with small-scale farmers in the Global South, they can, very
effectively, help combat hunger within their local communities, for themselves and for their families.

The Entrance Antiphon closes with these words: “I will give you a new spirit within you”. May we experience this new
spirit within us as we gladly demonstrate to our hungry sisters and brothers, God’s holiness; God'’s overflowing
bounteous love for all!
