As a church, we are a diversity
of cultures, backgrounds, and languages never heard
of in history, but all fully united as one in the worship of
Jesus Christ as Lord and Saviour.

If, by some miracle, you and | have found the grace to
believe these mysteries, then it's party time! We are
blessed to know who we are, and whose we are. But
Pentecost wasn't the Opening Day of an exclusive coun-
try club... and sometimes Catholics have been guilty of
leaving this impression. Do we feel even a tinge of self-
satisfaction? Are we irritated or angry with “those peo-
ple who play golf on Sunday morning instead of coming
to church™? If so, we've lost our way. We then become
the haughty, arrogant phonies who drive people away
from church. We must be merciful to

others, and ask the Holy Spirit to “Heal our wounds, our
strength renew.”

The church of Jesus Christ is his living body... and
Pentecost is the day we receive our mission from

Jesus: to do, through the church, the great work we can-
not do on our own. We should jump with joy at
receiving the gifts of the Holy Spirit, which help us to
place ourselves at the service of the world. As St. Paul
says, our mission leads us from gifts, to service: “

there are different forms of service, but the same Lord;
there are different workings, but the same God who
produces all of them in everyone.” Pentecost should
give us a new reverence for the wild and wonderful
workings of the Holy Spirit. Let's be grateful that the
Spirit “blows where it will,” to produce different results in
different people.

Go in peace to love and serve our God.
