ARCHDIOCESAN HISTORY BITES FOR 
MAY 

 

Below is a list of various events of interest and  
historical significance throughout the Archdiocese 
of Regina.  Most took place during the past one hundred 
years, but a few took place even before the Archdiocese was 
officially founded.   

 

May 6, 1947:  Death of Archbishop Monahan 
May 7, 1984:  Martha House is purchased by the Archdio-
cese from the Sisters of St. Martha and the administration is 
taken over by the Sisters of St. Joseph of Peterborough 
May 9, 1976:  Official opening of the Blue Mantle, blessed by 
Archbishop Halpin 
May 19, 1894:  A fifteen foot wooden cross covered with 
white iron was erected and blessed on the top of the hill over  
Lebret. 
May 30, 1909:  Our Lady of Auvergne statue is placed above 
the main altar of the first church in Ponteix.
