Scripture sheds light on how to live
the mystery of the Trinity—really live it—in a deep way in
our everyday lives, in our marriages and

relationships, even if we don't yet fully understand it all.
In the Hebrew Scriptures, Wisdom was often portrayed
as the feminine “face” of God. “I (Wisdom) was beside
(God) as his craftsman, and | was his delight day by
day....” So the Creator God creates not alone, but with
the Spirit of Wisdom. Wisdom keeps all that has been
created in existence. The Spirit dances and plays in
God'’s presence on the surface of the earth, and “finds
delight in the human race.”
