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Have you ever heard anyone say: “Please be patient—God 
isn’t finished with me yet!” 
 

“God isn’t finished with us.” Doesn’t that feel like a hopeful 
thought to celebrate the first Sunday of preparation for  
Jesus’ birth, his beginning as a little child?   
 

And have you ever heard, “The journey is as important as 
the destination.”  In this life, God is leading us on a jour-
ney, really more of an adventure, where we have to trust  
constantly, since we never see the road ahead. So the 
Psalmist cries out, “Teach me your paths, God. Let me 
know your ways!” 
 

 All our lives, we’re in the process of God bringing us to a 
destination.  Along the way, we’re being asked to prepare 
for something we can’t entirely envision. We will make  
mistakes at times during this trip—but, as Scarlett O’Hara 
might say, “Tomorrow is another day” to renew our best  
intentions and try again.  

 
The main thing is that we pick ourselves up and try again.  
All of our efforts should go in one direction—as St. Paul 
says, “Make more and more progress in the kind of life that 
you are meant to live: the life that God wants….” 
 

But what kind of life are we meant to live?  Jesus says, 
seek  “the life that God wants.”  He warns us “Watch out!” 
that we don’t get worn out and weighed down by an  
unspiritual rut of chronic over-work, no rest, and a frantic 
life. 
 

When our hearts become insensitive, we are not living the 
life God hopes for us. Life’s meaning begins to fall apart, 
and there is only One who can put broken hearts and  
broken lives together for us.  As we say at Mass,  “We wait 
in hope for the coming of our Saviour, Jesus Christ!”

Sacrament of Reconciliation in Advent   

The Advent Season is a time of reflection and renewal.  The Prophets of the Old 
Testament offer words of hope and encouragement to a weary world looking 
forward to the promised messiah.  John the Baptist calls us to examine the way we 
live and how we share with others.  Mary, in her innocence, models for us the 
openness we are called to have in order that the Word may become flesh in us. 
 

As part of our preparation for Christmas, it would be beneficial for each of us to take 
a “spiritual inventory”, ask God’s forgiveness and renew our personal commitment 
to Christ our Saviour and the Gospel.  The Sacrament of Reconciliation is a sacred 
opportunity to humbly approach our Saviour and celebrate the forgiveness and 
healing obtained for us by his death and resurrection.  Remember the Eucharist 
remains the primary sacrament of reconciliation for sins of a less serious nature.  
When one is conscious of serious sin, the church requires formal sacramental 
reconciliation.  Confession of all sin is encouraged as a means for the faithful to  
grow in holiness. 
 

A community Celebration of Reconciliation will be held on Sunday December 6, at 
7:00  p.m.  We will gather together to hear the Word of God and examine our 

consciences on how we live according to the Word.  Several priests will be present for individuals to celebrate the 
Sacrament.  Additional times have been scheduled when Fr. Norm will be available for private celebration of the 
Sacrament of Reconciliation and provide spiritual counselling in a way that is not rushed or hurried.  See the Advent

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WASHINGTON, DC, Nov.  23/09  - U.S. Representative Patrick Kennedy (D-RI) said in an  
interview Sunday that Providence Bishop Thomas J. Tobin has instructed him to refrain from 
Communion because of his pro-abortion political position.   Bishop Tobin responded, "On  
February 21, 2007, I wrote to Congressman Kennedy stating: 'In light of the Church's clear  
teaching, and your consistent actions, therefore, I believe it is inappropriate for you to be  
receiving Holy Communion and I now ask respectfully that you refrain from doing so.”  

Bishop Tobin explains that his request came in light of a USCCB document that says that if "a 
Catholic in his or her personal or professional life were knowingly and obstinately to repudiate 

[the Church’s] definite teachings on moral issues, he or she would seriously diminish his or her communion with 
the Church. Reception of Holy Communion in such a situation would not accord with the nature of the Eucharistic 
celebration, so that he or she should refrain."   

STRASBOURG, France, Nov. 23/09 - A new draft resolution from the Council of Europe aimed at legally limiting 
the freedom of medical doctors and health care providers who object to abortion has life and family defenders in 
Europe deeply concerned.   

The resolution has two main objectives: the first - to push for further access to abortion as a "Human Right" - the 
second: to limit the possibility for individual health care providers and institutions "to refuse to provide certain 
health services based on religious, moral or philosophical objections."  The "health services" targeted are mostly 
abortion, emergency contraception, assisted suicide and artificial procreation. 

The document specifically states that the right to "institutional objection" must be removed, ensuring that hospitals 
as a whole cannot invoke conscientious objection. Member states must "rule out the right of institutional             
conscientious objection, preventing public hospitals or clinics as a whole to invoke conscientious objection," says 
the document.  Such a drastic measure would put an abrupt end to institutions such as Catholic hospitals that        
refuse to provide abortions and other procedures that violate the sanctity of life.   

UK Tries to Stop Publication of Eugenic Abortion Stats:  LONDON, Nov. 18/09 - The British government has gone 
to court to prevent the publication of statistics on abortions of children with mild disabilities like cleft palates and 
club foot. The Department of Health has asked the High Court to overturn a Freedom of Information Act ruling 
that gave the Information Tribunal permission to publish the information.  

Under Ground E of the Abortion Act, babies who are suspected of having a "serious handicap" can be aborted      
legally up to the point of full gestation. The Act does not provide specific criteria for physicians to decide what kind 
of disability is severe enough to warrant killing an unborn child.  The Department of Health admits that at least 
1900 babies were aborted last year under Ground E.
