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Today, Jesus again penetrates beneath surface realities.

This time it’s the people giving contributions at the temple:

the rich put in large sums, and a poor widow puts in about
two pennies. Widows could not inherit their husbands’
money, and thus they were the poorest of the poor.

So it must have shocked the apostles to hear Jesus say
that this widow “has put in more than all those who are
contributing to the treasury.” How could this pitifully poor
widow be the “big spender”?

To look beyond appearances, we may need a “paradigm
shift”--an entirely new way of looking at the same old
information. Jesus says to look differently at the giving:
Who is giving their all?—giving their heart, giving till it
hurts, not merely surplus. That is the one who is truly giv-
ing the most.

Does this mean that we all have to spend down to our last
two cents before we can give of our all? Of course not.
Jesus said it was true for that widow; but he wants us to

figure out what is true for us.

Learning how to imitate the gospel is a very personal
creative process. At every age--5, 18, 25, 40, 70 and
beyond—we will give differently. We have to keep asking,
“How am | giving now?” Regardless of how our lives
change, we have to keep taking stock to see how our giv-
ing imitates the sincerity and the generosity of the poor
widow.

Another realization: everyone, regardless of their mental
disabilities, their weaknesses, their flaws, has something
valuable to give the Christian community. When we give
from whatever we really are—weakness and all--we can
begin to receive the abundance that Jesus came to reveal
to the world!

Go in peace, to love and serve our God!

War Veterans in our Community:

What They Have Done For Others

On this day of recognition for all those who serve, in times of peace and times of war, at
home and far afield, let us remember that each of this willing hearts, these sacrificial
souls has given us a great gift: They have put our safety, our freedom, our homes before
their own lives. Their dedication, their valour and their character have made this country
stronger and our world safer. It is for this that we remember our veterans, for in the words
of Albert Pine “What we have done for ourselves alone dies with us. What we have done
for others an the world remains and is immortal.” These brave hearts and their deeds are

truly immortal.
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Why Poppies on Remembrance Day?

Veterans organizations traditionally hand out red paper
poppies on Remembrance Day as a symbol of remembrance.
But of all the flowers, why poppies? John McCrae, a Canadian
physician who fought at the Western front in 1914, wrote the
well-known war poem “In Flanders Fields.” It begins with the
lines: In Flanders fields the poppies blow between the crosses,
row on row, that mark our place. Beautiful words and a stirring
image but again why poppies?

The reason is simple: Poppies only flower in rooted up soil.
Their seeds can lie on the ground for years and years, and
only when someone roots up the ground will they sprout. The
battlefields of the Western Front provided an abundant fertile,
war torn soil for poppies to bloom as they never had before.
This inspired McCrae’s powerful verse, and the poppy became
a symbol for both the cost of battle and the eternal hope that
springs even from the horrors of war.
