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28th Sunday in Ordinary Time 
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Have you heard of the “Miss Beautiful Morals” Pageant in 
Saudi Arabia?  They are looking for the woman with the 
greatest inner beauty, respect for her parents, and moral 
wisdom. And here’s the clincher: “The winner won't  
necessarily be pretty--we care about the beauty of the soul 
and the morals.”  
 
Wisdom is not a virtue we seem to get very excited about, 
but the writer of the Book of Wisdom today pleaded for the 
Spirit of Wisdom instead of wealth or power! Still more 
shocking, “Even beyond health and beauty, I loved 
(wisdom).” Last year, world sales for skin care were $24 
billion (not counting $38 billion on hair care alone). What if 
we would invest that much to gain Wisdom?  
 
To understand Wisdom, we need to hugely expand our 
view of the world and its vast interconnectedness. The 
Spirit of Wisdom was the animating spirit behind the crea-
tion of the universe, guiding and ordering all of the relation-
ships between trees, plants, animals, women and men as 
blessed and graced, and intended by God.  

The Spirit of Wisdom demands two things: we must listen 
to the world—watch and observe the “signs of the times”, 
so that we can know where justice and healing is needed in 
the world. (Vat. II)  And, second, listen to the word.  If we 
seek Wisdom, she will help us use the commandments and 
inspirations of God to cut through our sins and addictions 
to make whole and healthy decisions in daily life.   
 
But Wisdom will lead us even farther—like the rich young 
man, to discover the “one thing lacking” for us to live in full 
spiritual communion with God.  May we have the courage 
to ask Wisdom to be honest with us--and the humility to 
listen to her reply!
