Anyone who has ever forgotten to back up their files and
has lost a precious document will be very glad to hear that
at least Jesus saves! But what, exactly, does “saving” or
“salvation” mean in God’s terms? Maybe it’s easier to say
what salvation does NOT mean—it’s not a heavenly
turnstile where you pay your dues in life to get a ticket to
Paradise. It's not a life-sized “Get Out of Jail Free” card
that you get for towing the line and saying certain prayers.

Salvation will be reunification with God, the ultimate total
healing of all that has been destroyed and broken apart by
evil. Who wouldn’t want that, you ask? But notice all our
sins of stubbornness, pride and refusal to obey God that
causes constant disease, war, and chaos in our world.
What is a believer to do?

All that we really have left is hope. One Catholic theolo-
gian says salvation is about the healing of our existence,
and the fulfillment of life. Salvation is “the essential object
of hope,” the guarantee of “permanent healing and conso-

lation.” And today Jesus shows us that Christian hope is
about getting rid of anything that is merely temporary; be-
cause we

need to be preparing for “the permanent destruction of
appearance.”

Try to think about that without screaming! The outer
appearance of everyone and everything as we know it is
just a shell, and will one day be destroyed. Tough reality if
we tend to judge others’ value by their wealth, car, shoes,
clothing, house, and neighborhood!

Practice looking beyond surface appearances if you want
to be a “saving grace” to all around you. Instead of fixating
on the “next big thing"—a party, new clothes, a trip—be as
inclusive and non-judging as possible. Because nothing
that is shallow and limited can be part of the future God is
preparing for us.

Go in peace to love and serve our God!

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ARCHDIOCESAN HISTORY BITES-SEPTEMBER

Below is a list of various events of interest and historical significance throughout the Archdiocese of
Regina. Most took place during the past one hundred years, but a few took place even before the
Archdiocese was officially founded.

This is by no means a complete list of important dates. It was compiled to include different areas of the archdiocese and
the variety of people that make up our archdiocesan faith community.

September 1, 1959: St. Alphonsus School in Yorkton opens, administered by the Ursuline Sisters of Prelate.

September 6, 1931: Franciscan Friars first monastery dedicated in Regina.

September 8, 1907: Fr. J. Arthur Magnan arrives to start a parish in Gravelbourg.

September 14, 1998: The Gravelbourg diocese is officially amalgamated in the Archdiocese of Regina and the Saska-

toon Diocese.

September 15, 1932: Regina Cleri Seminary opened in Regina.

September 17, 1930: Bishop Villeneuve enthroned as first bishop of Gravelbourg (he became archbishop of Quebec in
1932 and a cardinal in 1933).

September 25, 1935: Two thousand people welcome their new Archbishop Monahan, at the train from Calgary.

September 26, 1973: Archbishop O’Neill retires.
